Ownership of Assets
287/2025	Sorokoski/Shaw: Acknowledge for record keeping purposes that the emergency services building at 513 Gardner Street as well as all current assets and operating equipment in both the fire department and 1st responders possession are equally owned by the Town of Bruno and the RM of Bayne No 371 with the exception of the 1st responder hi-rise van and the Ford F350 Heavy Duty flat deck being used for the wildland fire skid. These 2 vehicles have been donated to the emergency services department by the Town of Bruno and are to be maintained on an equal cost basis with the RM.  The Town of Bruno retains sole ownership of the former fire hall at 500 Gardner Street.  All operating equipment and costs going forward shall be on an equal share basis between the Town of Bruno and the RM of Bayne.  At the RM’s request, operating costs for both fire department and 1st responders shall be billed to the RM quarterly and due upon receipt.	 Annual revenues shall be equally split at year end and reserve amount transfers shall be mutually agreed upon at that time.               				               CARRIED
